Your title XXI Children’s Health Insurance Program (CHIP) State plan amendment (SPA) 
number 6, submitted March 4, 2011, has been approved.   
    
This amendment will allow New Hampshire to increase co-payment amounts and impose new 
co-payments for the tiered prescription drug formulary and other services, detailed below. 
 
The State has requested to change the following co-payments effective January 3, 2011: 
 

• Increase from $5 to $10 for covered formulary generic prescription drugs 
• Increase from $15 to $20 for covered formulary brand name prescription drugs when no 

generic equivalent is available or the provider indicates that it is medically necessary 
• Increase from $25 to $30 for covered non-formulary brand name prescription drugs when 

no generic equivalent is available or the provider indicates that it is medically necessary 
• Increase from $50 to $100 from emergency room visits, unless the patient is admitted to 

the hospital. 
 

The State has requested to add the following co-payments effective January 3, 2011: 
 

• $20 fro Tier 2 visits (Specialty care) 
• $10 for allergy injections 
• $10 for annual eye exams 
• $10 for occupational therapy visits 
• $10 for physical therapy visits 
• $10 for speech therapy visits 
• $50 for urgent care services
