KY Department for Medicaid Services (DMS) submitted it's SUD Section 1115 extension request to CMS DY4Q1, with anticipated approval DY5Q1.  KY held virtual public forums during the public comment period to provide an update on the SUD waiver and intent to request extension, as well as what extension efforts would include.  KY DMS also hosted MCO Forums across the state during Q3, which included updates on Medicaids behavioral health initiatives including the 1115; the forums were attended by hundreds of individuals throughout the state.   

DMS continued to issue DMS residential provisional certifications through DY4.  Beginning DY4Q1, all SUD residential programs ( ASAM Level 3.1 - 3.7) were required to obtain DMS Provisional Certification prior to enrolling programs with DMS and expected to obtain ASAM Level of Care (LOC) Certification prior to the end of the provisional certification period.  DMS continued to work with providers and Managed Care Organizations MCOs) to ensure providers are aware of these expectations throughout DY4.  The provider attestation process also allows the Department the opportunity to ensure services are provided in accordance with DMS regulations and provide feedback to the provider; DMS continues to update this process to align more with ASAM LOC Certification elements and ensure the process and expectations are clear to providers; DMS anticipates releasing the updated attestation process DY5Q1. 

KY received State Plan Amendment (SPA) approval DY4Q4 to add additional Behavioral Health practitioner types to address workforce shortage and relative challenges; the SPA request includes practitioners specific to treating SUD.  DMS anticipates filing regulations to incorporate the SPA approval in DY5Q1-Q2.
  
Through out DY4, KY noted continuations in monitoring metrics and trends to include: Increases in utilization of services for SUD, including beneficiaries with SUD diagnosis receiving SUD treatment, specifically Medication Assisted Treatment (MAT) and decreases in ED and inpatient stays per 1,000 beneficiaries with SUD. KY continues to evaluate the demonstration, as well as impacts beyond implementation, such as the PHE, and its impact to the demonstration and outcomes.  KY received acceptance of the Interim Evaluation Report in DY4Q4. 

DMS also continues to collaborate with statewide agencies to discuss SUD/OUD initiatives such as assessing quality of SUD treatment, overdose prevention and implementation of the Behavioral Health Conditional Dismissal Program and legislative initiatives related to recovery housing and support services. 

Throughout Q3-Q4, KY continued to partner with state agencies and engaging with CMS regarding KY's pending incarceration amendment and Reentry Demonstration opportunities. 

KY DMS continues to consider any potential impacts to the Demonstration population in discussions related to anticipated unwinding in 2023 to ensure all current beneficiaries have access to needed services.  As noted in previous reporting, there are no prior authorizations (PAs) for outpatient behavioral health services, including SUD; PAs for residential and inpatient SUD services was reinstated DY4Q1.

Qualifying individuals also includes those with a minimum of a bachelors degree working toward a specialized credential or license in the field of mental health or SUD.
