Metric 10 – During this reporting period for metric 10, residential and inpatient services, the numerator increased by 68 members for a 2.84% increased. While we are unsure as to the exact reason for the small increase of 68 recipients in residential and inpatient services in this review period, we expect to see small fluctuations (increases and decreases) between individual quarters, with the general overall demonstration target for this metric to increase over the longer course of the demonstration as evidenced by the available data from 2018 to present.

Metric 11 – During this reporting period for metric 11, withdrawal management services, the numerator decreased by 17 members for a 2.53% decrease. While we are unsure as to the exact reason for the very small decrease of 17 recipients in withdrawal management services in this review period, we expect to see small fluctuations (increases and decreases) between individual quarters, with the general overall demonstration target for this metric to increase over the longer course of the demonstration as evidenced by the available data from 2018 to present. 

Metric 12 - During this reporting period for metric 12, Medication Assisted Treatment (MAT), the numerator decreased by 757 members for a 5.26% decrease. We attribute the decrease to the continuing disenrollment of Medicaid eligible beneficiaries that occurred following the end of the COVID-19 public health emergency.

Metric 22 - The rate for the Continuity of Pharmacotherapy for Opioid Use Disorder measure decreased from MY 2022 to MY 2023.  Barriers to continuity of pharmacotherapy for opioid use disorder include medication adherence by enrollees, outpatient prescribers being willing to treat OUD with buprenorphine formulations or naltrexone products, and access limitations at the wholesale medication distributor and pharmacy levels.  Prescriber education is ongoing through the MCOs and grant-funded projects, and the Louisiana Board of Pharmacy has been made aware of patient access issues to buprenorphine products.

During DY7 Q3, there were 7Project ECHO sessions, attended by 205 individuals. The LaSOR Project ECHO Project was temporarily suspended in August 2024. We are currently exploring options to restart ECHO at some point in the future with a different vendor.

In addition, OBH, in partnership with the LGEs, continued use of outreach mobile teams, which consist of a Licensed Mental Health Professional (LMHP), Nurse and a Peer Support Specialist. These teams provide education on MOUD, Narcan distribution, and Screening, Brief Intervention and Referral to MOUD specialty treatment services. During DY7 Q3, teams participated in 134 community outreach events.

OBH has continued efforts and partnerships with Louisiana State University Health Science Center to expand access to MOUD services with Office Based Opioid Treatment (OBOT) Programs. LaSOR 3.0 continues to recruit new OBOT providers to expand access to care.

OBH received approval from CMS to offer a temporary incentive payments through ARPA funding to add an incentivized rate of 50% above the Louisiana Medicaid fee schedule for all eligible services rendered by licensed mental health practitioners and psychiatrists through June 30, 2025.

Therefore, increases or decreases observed in ED visits for this measure may, or may not have been related to a substance use disorder being the primary reason for the ED visit.
The state designated the metric 23 target to decrease for both the annual target and demonstration target at the beginning of the demonstration.  According to monthly data trends, this metric is stable with quarterly increases and decreases through the timeframe from January of 2018 (2.3340 per 1,000 members) through June of 2024 (2.3837 per 1,000 members).  As stated above, definitively correlating a substance use disorder as a primary reason for an ED visit is not possible due the metric specifications indicating the capture of any SUD diagnosis at any position on the claim. Therefore, the rates observed in ED visits for this measure may, or may not have been related to a substance use disorder being the primary reason for the ED visit.

Seven of the eight IET cohorts in MY 2023 are considerably above the MY 2023 90th QC percentile and the Engagement of Opioid Treatment cohort increased from MY 2022 to MY 2023, and is between the MY 2023 75th and 90th QC percentiles.

Metric 17(1) - Both of the 7-day and 30-day FUA rates decreased from MY 2022 to MY 2023, and NCQA urges caution in attempting to trend MY 2022 to MY 2023 due to measure specification changes applied in MY 2023.  This metric is included in our performance improvement project (PIP) with the MCOs.  

Metric 17(2) - The 7-day and 30-day FUM rates slightly decreased from MY 2022 to MY 2023.  Numerous barriers exist for the FUM measure, including beneficiaries being in the pre-contemplation stage of change regarding addressing mental health concerns, emergency departments struggle with making follow-up appointments after regular work hours and on weekends, and enrollees changing phone numbers and addresses leading to challenges for contact by managed care organizations.  This metric is included in our performance improvement project (PIP) with the MCOs.

The state conducted a 30-day public notice and comment process from August 1 to August 30, and LDH submitted the application to CMS on September 27, 2024.

	SUD11_2_3StateResponse: During DY7 Q3, Louisiana continued to participate in the Shatterproof Treatment ATLAS project with other states. The online SUD treatment locator, Treatment ATLAS, complements the SUD demonstration to improve accessibility and quality of care. Included on the ATLAS website is a lay-friendly drug and alcohol use assessment tool to offer possible indicated types/levels of care based upon criteria entered. During this period resource push cards were distributed to stakeholders, providers, families and the community to increase awareness and access to care statewide. 

In addition, OBH continued to work on expanding access to MOUD via multiple grant awards, targeting expansion of evidence-based prevention, treatment and recovery for persons with opioid use disorder (OUD). The state has implemented the Hub and Spoke model, which has expanded outpatient treatment capacity to serve persons with severe and/or moderate to mild OUD. The state contracted with eleven Hubs, which are identified as Opioid Treatment Programs (OTPs), across the state. These Hubs provide treatment to persons with severe OUD by use of methadone maintenance. OBH is also conducting outreach to Spokes, which are identified as Office Based Treatment Programs (OBOTs) that will address the needs of person with moderate to mild OUD. 

In DY7 Q3, Louisiana continued implementation of the Louisiana State Opioid Response Grant 3.0, to expand access to treatment for persons suffering or impacted by the Opioid Epidemic and those with Stimulant Use and Misuse. There were 343 new intakes during DY7 Q3.
