This temporary extension ensures that there is no interruption of care for individuals receiving services currently authorized under the waiver. The waiver renewal benefits, if approved by CMS, will expand the continuum of care for individuals with SUD. BMS expects this to further improve health outcomes for this population. 
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	SUD11_2_3StateResponse: BMS has been working on developing a State Plan Amendment for Mobile Crisis response; upon approval and incorporation into the State Plan, mobile crisis response teams would respond to and support individuals with a suspected behavioral health and/or SUD emergency. The State has also been working on planning for a Certified Community Behavioral Health Clinic (CCBHC) SPA. CCBHCs would incorporate and integrate SUD care. In addition, DHHR more broadly continues to work to expand access to Naloxone and continues programming such as Jobs & Hope WV to support individuals with SUD.
