During DY6Q3, BMS continued activities related to the COVID-19 public health emergency (PHE) unwinding period
eligibility determinations. BMS additionally continued efforts to communicate changes about renewals and coverage
options, to help ensure members are informed of potential changes to their coverage status and know what they can do.
Related to the continuation of the 1115 waiver and its renewal, BMS has continued to communicate with CMS on items
relating both to the current 1115 demonstration and the proposed renewal waiver application that remains under CMS
review, through recurring discussions as well as Q&A exchanges.

BMS allowed individuals who were Medicaid-eligible in March 2020 to remain covered, without redetermining eligibility
throughout the COVID-19 PHE, to help prevent any gaps in coverage or care through the associated continuous enrollment
policy. This policy officially ended in the spring of 2023. The BMS team has devoted focused effort this quarter to the
unwinding period between redetermination procedures, working to ensure the agency is keeping members and providers
informed of changes as best possible with communication and outreach. BMS continues to manage workforce capacity
challenges, and has continued to build policy and programming to support member access to comprehensive care.

Having submitted the 1115 demonstration waiver renewal and expansion application to CMS during DY5Q2 and since
submitted multiple rounds of responses to questions provided by the CMS team upon review, in DY6Q3 BMS began
biweekly discussions with CMS on the renewal application and proposed services within, as well as continuing to plan for
implementation and operationalization of the renewal application. This includes preparatory activities related to managed
care coordination, collaboration with partner agencies, provider education, and member awareness. BMS additionally
continued to communicate with the CMS team as to the timeline and duration for the temporary extension of the current
waiver while the waiver renewal application remains under review, so that the team can best plan for effective
communication and training in preparation for the implementation of renewal services.

The State has elected to compare certain metric percent changes to two reports ago to more accurately assess trends over time, mitigating the EDS transition and any potential data impacts.

Comments: This metric is moving in the opposite of the target direction indicated in the monitoring protocol. It is possible that while the State is in the midst of redetermining eligibility as part of the unwinding period, some members are in a state of flux and therefore not receiving assessments for services as they would otherwise.

Comments:  This metric is trending in the opposite direction of target as specified in the monitoring protocol, but has improved since the comparison quarter. It is possible that metric 7 for intervention and screening decreased slightly might have had an impact on the number of individuals screened for and identified as individuals who would benefit from outpatient services.

10. Residential and Inpatient Services 

Change:   9.30%

Comments:  This metric is trending in the desired direction as indicated in the monitoring protocol

11: Withdrawal Management

Change:  -70.4 %

Comments: The monitoring protocol targets an increase in this metric. The monitoring protocol targets an increase in this metric. This metric was impacted by the transition to the EDS, with a prior report not having data supplied for all months. The State continues to work with the EDS vendor to address and remedy noted data challenges for this and other metrics. The State anticipates this trend will normalize as a result of these changes in future reporting.
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23. Emergency Department Utilization for SUD per 1000 Medicaid Beneficiaries

Change: +12.7%

Comments: The monitoring protocol targets a decrease in this metric, therefore this metric is trending in the opposite of the target direction.  It is possible this increase is a counterbalance to the notable decreased trend from the comparison report, in which this metric decreased by over 14 percent.
