Enclosed is an approved copy of Arizona State Plan Amendment (SPA) No. 10-006, which
eliminates certain optional services and imposes limitations on other optional services for
adults age 21 and older. Specifically, this SPA eliminates podiatrist’s services; preventive
dental services; and well and physical exams. This SPA also limits prosthetics coverage and
organ transplantation. Dental services also are limited to treatments of oral disease prior to
transplantation and to extractions prior to treatment of certain cancers. This SPA is effective
October 1, 2010.
