Value-Based Payment: Overview 
VBP refers to a broad set of payment models that range from rewarding for performance in 
fee-for-service to capitation arrangements, including alternative payment models and 
comprehensive population-based payments.

To help those interested in understanding the diversity of Medicaid reform initiatives in 
states across the country, this guide defines key terms and concepts in Medicaid health care 
delivery and payment systems.

This report summarizes VBP program goals and provides recommendations for the design, 
implementation, and monitoring and evaluation of VBP programs.

This peer-reviewed article demonstrates how the Pathways Community HUB Model has 
yielded evidence that structured community care coordination coupled with tracking and 
payment for outcomes may reduce the rates of infants with low birth weight among high-risk 
women.

Implementation of Project Launch:  Cross-Site Evaluation Findings, Volume 1 

Maine’s Community Caring Collaborative Evaluation Report indicates that the model is 
associated with increased diagnosis (recognition) of neonatal abstinence syndrome in infants, 
increased receipt of adequate prenatal care, and increased receipt of any prenatal care.

The Interconception Care Project of California provides access to all of its postpartum visit 
algorithms and patient handouts as well as additional information about the program. 

Medicaid Coverage of Doula Services in Minnesota: Preliminary Findings From the First 
Year 

This report prepared for the Minnesota Department of Human Services documents the 
opportunities, challenges, and effectiveness of one year of Minnesota’s policy extending 
Medicaid coverage to include doula care. 

The Impact of Prenatal Care Coordination on Birth Outcomes 

This peer-reviewed article describes a study that measured the impact of Prenatal Care 
Coordination on low-birth-weight births, preterm births, and neonatal intensive care unit 
transfers.
